Public Art and the new Community Center- Ron Klattenburg discussed including art in
Eckersley Hall and asked MCA for input/support. There was discussion about forming a
subcommittee which would include MCA commissioners to help form a plan to include art in
the new Eckersley Hall Community Center.

Sustaining established arts organizations- Allison spoke about the importance of sustaining
established and institutional arts organizations in the city. We have a responsibility to help
sustain them. Hawkins-Lecce said we are extremely aware of the need but that the city
should also take some responsibility for sustaining them. McCoid spoke about needing a
policy regarding our grant funding. There is an advocacy vacuum. Kirkpatrick suggested we
talk to common council members who support the arts. Arts organizations are part of
Middletown’s identity.

Arafeh stated the rental of MHS’ auditorium costs too much- it went from $300-$400 to
$1700-$2000 creating a hardship. There should be a rate for nonprofit Middletown
organizations. Currently there is no distinction. Before the building was built it was supposed
to be available to the community. There is a need for policy and standards.

Other — Riverfront Redevelopment meeting at Russell Library- Arafeh attended meeting and
spoke about a variety of activities and events that attract people to area and the difficulty in
getting to the river.
